As Amilia lived in Larissa she started coming to our services and testified about God’s work in her life, despite difficult family circumstances. While her fiancée was visiting Larissa, Amilia got baptized and now she just moved to Samos as they just got married!
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There is so much more we could tell. God has been so faithful and gave us many opportunities to witness in the city. During this Christmas time we are again able to give out many New Testaments as we are having our “trapezaki”, our Bible table, in the central square of the town. So many people respond positively and we can only pray that they will read His Word and come to know Him in a personal way. 

Also this year we want to go and visit the two clinics just outside of our town where a great variety of people all live together. Both elderly people, as well as mental handicapped, formal drug addicts as well as people that suffer from depression or have other psychological problems. 

Please pray that we will be able to share His love with these people that have so little in life, and that His light will shine in these often so dark places.
